To help municipalities...

... In brief, this is the goal of RE-SEEties. Using the outcomes of this project, mu-
nicipalities in South-East Europe (SEE) and beyond will be able to develop better
integrated waste-and-energy solutions, in order to create more resource efficient
urban communities.

The first step of RE-SEEties is to improve the integrated policy making and strate-
gic planning competencies of selected SEE municipalities through different meth-
odologies and tools.

The next step is to reach out to citizens and help incentivise resource efficient con-
sumption patterns via city leadership, policies and tools.

With the aim to broaden the uptake of results achieved in the region, the method-
ological toolkit will be transferable to other municipalities in the SEE territory.

Using the tools offered by the project a city can save money, preserve its environ-
ment, and reduce its dependency on outside resources.

One year of a successful project... One more to go.

The first year of RE-SEEties has seen impressive achievements, bringing together

partners from eight countries, pooling our knowledge and skills towards improving

resource efficiency in the region. A number of substantive outputs were achieved:

e Three transnational expert workshops were organized;

e A state-of-art report on resource consumption forecasting and another one on
resource efficiency were completed;

® Methodologies for resource consumption forecasting and resource efficiency
measures were developed;

e Qur city partners organised several meetings to involve diverse stakeholders; and

¢ Peer reviews were held in each of the participating cities to enhance knowledge
exchange among the partners.

In the next and final year of RE-SEEties, as a core transnational output, we will elabo-
rate an integrated, step-by-step methodological toolkit for SEE countries. For this,
each city will synthesise the outcomes of the peer review process. The experience of
the mentoring programme for municipal experts will also be summarized as a guide
for successful planning and decision-making. With the help of the methodological
toolkit, each city partner will develop a local strategy and action plan.
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What is the benefit of participating in the project?

Several benefits exist for those participating in the RE-SEEties — and we believe the
best messages come from participating municipalities themselves.

One of our partner cities mentioned that ,the primary benefit we expect from the
project is to have specific information, experience and know-how collected, to make
strategic decision on large investments in energy sector sustainable. Furthermore,
we would like to enhance the use of renewable energy sources, optimize the current
energy use and find an efficient way for the transition from traditional to alternative
energy usage. ”

Another reason to join the project for a project partner was: ,in the short term
we want to help our partner city to elaborate its own integrated waste and energy
management strategy and Sustainable Energy Action Plan (SEAP). In a long term
we would like to use the lessons learnt and the experiences gained during the RE-
SEEties project, to help other municipalities in our region to elaborate their own
strategies.”

Other additional perceived benefit of RE-SEEties, for another city partner, is ,to up-
grade its SEAP by further exploring the potentials of solar and geothermal energy,
which are currently being under-utilized. Successful implementation of the RE-SEEt-
ies project should lead to better performance of waste and energy management
departments, more active participation of citizens who could contribute to urban
development and also, to improve the overall image of the city.”
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
